As a trans person, should you use the 
gents or the ladies? AURORAôS ñWhich 
Loo?ò document was endorsed by 
Scotland Yard in 2006. 

AURORA found out that the Met werenôt 
recording incidents as ñhomophobicò if 
they occurred within the police force, and 
helped trigger the process to correct this. 

AURORA helped publish 
guidance to gay asylum 
seekers, to help stop them 
ñdisappearingò and falling 
into crime. 

The AURORA School Bullying Project helped 
local teachers implement a ground-breaking 
approach to the bullying problem, based on 
equality for all (not just LGBT people). 

AURORA at

26 trans murder victims for 
IDAHO 2009. 

AURORA has regularly hosted 
Croydonôs event for IDAHO, the 
Internat ional  Day Against
